Gitennes has two exploration project in Nevada;

¤ Select dump samples from the workings 
have been reported to contain up to 0.11 
oz/ton gold, 55 oz/ton silver and 1.7% 
copper, along with significant zinc and lead 
values.

(including 0.38% copper, 0.24% zinc and 
6.2 g/t silver over 27.7 m)  

¤ Hole SK2 mineralized from 151 to 506 m 
including 0.17% copper, 0.13% zinc and 
11 g/t silver over 110 m.  

¤ Subsequent exploration detected two 
northwest-trending anomalies that are at 
least 600 metres long and each over 100 
metres wide. 
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Project is located at the intersection of the well 
known Cortez (Battle Mountain/Eureka) trend, 
and the east-trending Silver King lineament. 

¤ Previous exploration and drilling programs 
found highly anomalous gold and 
pathfinder element values demonstrating 
the potential to host sediment-hosted gold 
deposits. 

¤ Gold mineralization is associated with 
hematite-stained and highly fractured 
dolomite and siliceous breccia. 

¤ Locally well mineralized with peak values of 
5 g/t gold reported. A 3,000 metre long by 
100 metre wide corridor has been outlined 
by rock chip sampling and 24 scattered 
reverse circulation drill holes.

¤ Samples taken in year 2000 analyzed up to 3130 ppm lanthanum, 676 ppm 

neodymium, 4340 ppm cerium & high europium and samarium. Uranium and 

thorium values are very low, however barium & strontium is high.  

¤ Zone appears to be bedding parallel and shallowly dipping, and the target horizon 

may extend at least 1000 metres at shallow depths. (2 meters thick,

¤ Total potential of property needs examination in light of geological similarities to 

setting of Bear Lodge and Rattlesnake Hills, Wyoming and Cripple Creek, Colorado.
